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F1 Grand Prix crowd attendances
 
The Australian Grand Prix Corporation (AGPC) has admitted to


- the Ombudsman (March 2006)


- the Auditor-General (May 2007) and

- Save Albert Park's FOI VCAT hearing (December 2007)

 that they have no means of knowing the actual GP attendances, and always prepare and publish only estimated attendances.
 

Save Albert Park has auditable data from six years of extensive GP crowd counts that suggests the AGPC inflates its figures by over 100,000 attendees annually.

The Australian Tennis Open, Flemington, Moonee Valley and Caulfield racecourses (major events) and even the Royal Melbourne Show, all install temporary turnstiles to monitor crowd numbers. The AGPC does not. Why not?
Last year a number of media outlets admitted they had been wrong in reporting the AGPC’s figures as fact.

When Grand Prix crowd numbers are reported in any context, the phrase “The Australian Grand Prix Corporation claims….” should be used.
We will be seeking a correction if indeed the claims of the AGPC are presented as fact.
